Presentation and Format of Dissertations: Summary
More details can be found in “Guidance for the Presentation of Taught Masters’ Dissertations”, which is available from the Dissertation Workshop website.

Please make sure that you follow the guidelines carefully as dissertations that do not follow these instructions will not be accepted.

1.
The main text should normally be between 12,000 and 15,000 words in length.
2.
Pages must be of international standard size A4, and can be single or double-sided.  
3.
Minimum acceptable font size is 12.

4.
Double spacing should be used for the main text. Single spacing may be used for footnotes, quotations and references.

5.
To allow for binding, the margin of the biding edge of the page must not be less than 40mm. Other margins must not be less than 15mm.
6.
Arabic numerals (i.e. 1, 2, 3 ,,,) must be used for page numbers, which must appear on all pages, including the preliminary pages, tables, figures, references, appendices etc., but NOT the title page. Roman numerals must not be used for page numbering.
7.
The following must be included as preliminary pages of the dissertation in the order given:

TITLE PAGE giving: 

i. Full title of the dissertation.

ii. Statement: “A dissertation submitted to the University of Manchester for the degree of xxx in the Faculty of xxx”.

iii. Year of submission.

iv. Candidate’s name.

v. Candidate’s School.

LIST OF CONTENTS, including page numbers.

OTHER LISTS (e.g. tables, figures), including page numbers.
d. 

ABSTRACT  of not more than 200 words.

DECLARATION  (see “Guidance …” notes above).

COPYRIGHT STATEMENT  (see “Guidance …” notes above).

OTHER PAGES (not compulsory), e.g. dedication, acknowledgements, glossary.
