Using Grounded Theory in ICT4D Research: A Missed Opportunity?

The use of grounded theory method (GTM) as a research method in information systems has gradually increased over the years as qualitative research in general has become more prevalent in most management disciplines. However, GTM is not frequently used in information and communication technologies for development (ICT4D) research or development studies.

This seminar first gives an overview of GTM. It goes on to illustrate two examples of GTM in ICT4D, and then asks the question – is GTM helpful for ICT4D studies? The seminar concludes with a discussion of the theory-building potential of GTM in ICT4D".
