1) Your proposed module choices do not have to 'cover' exactly the Manchester semester. You have flexibility in your choices, including modules from outside Anthropology (but a majority of credits should normally be taken in Anthropology). If you are applying for Study Abroad for Semester 2, it is recommended to include one methodology module. Upon return to Manchester, this will help you to catch up with fellow-students who did Ethnographer's Craft during that semester. Doing a methodology module is not compulsory but it is advisable, especially if you are planning to do a dissertation.
2) Credit requirements, module codes, and prerequisites vary from university to university. Very often (like in Manchester) the first numbers of the module code indicate the level/year. So it is usually a good guideline to concentrate on modules with codes starting with '2', '3', and sometimes '4'. Make sure you only propose undergraduate modules (in most places 'graduate' means postgraduate) and always check the semester.
3) When turning to the Social Anthropology Academic Exchange Advisor for advice, please always include direct links to websites for individual modules or at least module lists.
